1.  Accepting bids for Trash Collection
 Mayor Long announced that Advanced disposal sent the attached email this morning that said due to the parameters of the job and the time frame for the bid they would pass.  The email is attached to the minutes.

Only one bid was submitted by a Trash Collection Agency.  Republic Services submitted a bid of $531,420 for August 1, 2017 – July 31, 2018; $547,356 August 1, 2018; $563,784 August 1, 2019 – July 31, 2020.  Mayor Long made a motion to accept the bid on a 5 year renewal pending review of the contract by himself and the City Attorney.  Jim Reynolds 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.
 2.  Unsafe Structure Hearing on 531 E Hill St.  John Stephens, Building Commissioner, was sworn in by Mayor Long.   John reminded the Board that they had conducted the Unsafe Structure Hearing on this property in March and had decided to contact Habitat for Humanity to see if they were interested in the property.  John has heard nothing from them.  John said the building has been deemed unsafe by the Board on March 16.   There has been an open window in the back of the property for over a year.  The home is deteriorating and the basement walls have collapsed even more since the March 16 hearing.  John said he has heard nothing from the Owner and asked the Board for a 10 day demolition notice.  Todd Titus made a motion to order the unsafe structure at 531  Hill street be demolished.  Mayor Long 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.
3.  Unsafe Structure Hearing on 138 Stitt Street.  John Stephens, Building Commissioner,  was again sworn in by Mayor Long.    John told the Board that he had not spoken to the Brad and April Eberly, owners of the building.  He then presented Exhibit A, consisting of the Hearing Notice, a sign posted on the property notifying the public that the House had been condemned by the Wabash County Health Department on May 16, 2017, and several pictures of the house in very poor condition.   Mr. Stephens informed the Board that the property sold in a certificate sale in March.  He said he has been there several times.  Mold, ventilation and backup sewage is an issue.  
Police have been called to the home several times.  Mr. Stephens asked the Board of works to issue a 10 day demolition notice to the owners to tear the house down.  Jim Reynolds made a motion to approve moving forward for demolition because of the property being condemned by the Board of Health.  Todd Titus 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.
4.  Special Event Application – Dam to Dam ride sponsored by the CVB – Christine Flohr – This begins and ends at the YMCA and involves temporary closure of City Streets.  Todd Titus made a motion to approve the event.  Jim Reynolds 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.
5.  Special Events Application -  American Legion Riders Lagro Post 248 – asking for help with 50 riders leaving Brandts and going west on 24 to Old 24.  Mayor Long made a motion to approve the event.  Todd Titus 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.
