MINUTES

Jim Reynolds made a motion to accept the minutes.  Mayor Long 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS
1.  Mike Galley – 1284 Willard Drive – At the October 5, 2017, Board of Works meeting, Mr. Galley was notified of the following:

· October 19, 2017, have contacted the Building Commissioners Office to let them know of the cost to repair the lean to structure;
· November 1, 2017, have the façade on the rear of the home repaired; 
· November 14, 2017 he needed to have the yard waste, debris and junk cleaned up in the yard and hauled away; 

· by November 15, contact the Building Commissioners office with a time frame estimate for the demo or repairs of the lean to structure.  
As of October 19, Mr. Galley had contacted John Stephens and did have the yard cleaned up.  Mr. Stephens then reminded Mr. Galley he had until November 16, Board of Works meeting to meet the demands of the Board.  Mr. Stephens also had Kipp Cantrell, Code Enforcement Officer, provide Mr. Galley with a list of acceptable contractors to work on the structure.  

Terri Wilburn, Assistant Building Commissioner attended the meeting on behalf of John Stephens.  Ms. Wilburn reported that she had heard nothing from Mr. Galley.  She reminded the Board that the last contact the Department had with Mr. Galley was mid-October.  
Since the Fact Finding Hearing was tabled at the October 5, meeting, Mayor Long made a motion to take the Hearing off the table.  Jim Reynolds 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor Long then made a motion to find the lean-to an unsafe structure and send a 10 day demolition order as of November 15, to Mr. Galley.  Jim Reynolds 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.  

2.  Grayson McCombs, 1470 Adams Street.

     Mrs. McCombs presented a letter from her husband giving her permission to speak on his behalf.  She told the Board that they had hired Hanks Construction to demolish the property, remove the debris and fill the holes in with dirt.  This will leave a level lawn and a garage on the property.  Mrs. McCombs requested a copy of the demolition order so she could present it to the contractor responsible for the condition of the structure.  Mayor Long reminded Mrs. McCombs that if they had difficulty selling the property they could donate it to Habitat for Humanity for a tax write off.  Mayor Long then thanked Mr. & Mrs. McCombs for their help and cooperation with demolishing the structure.  

3.  North side Fire Department Bid:

Barry Stroup, Fire Chief, thanked the Board for taking the Fire Department bids under advisement at the last meeting.   He said this gave his department a chance to review both bids and compare them.  The Department decided to Award the bid to Randall Construction.  Chief Stroup pointed out that Randall Construction is related to Captain Andy Oswalt, but that didn’t factor in to the decision.  Randall Construction’s bid was $179,165.15.  The other bidder was D T Construction. Their bid was $193,416.00 plus $9,000 if the work was done in the winter.  This made their bid $202,416.00, a difference of over $20,000.    Mayor Long made a motion to accept the bid of $179,165.15 from Randall Construction.  Jim Reynolds 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS
1. Contract for Joint Use and Maintenance and Improvements agreement between INDOT and the City of Wabash Regarding St Rd 13 and 15.  This is a Stellar project.  City Attorney Randy Zimmerman reviewed the contract and found no issues.  Tyler Niccum, Assistant Street Superintendent agreed that the contract was solid.  Jim Reynolds made a motion to accept the contract.  Mayor Long 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.
