MINUTES

Todd Titus made a motion to accept the minutes from the February 7, 2019 meeting.  Mayor Long 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.

CITY CLAIMS-SEWAGE CLAIMS
Todd Titus made a motion to approve the claims.  Mayor Long 2nd the motion.  Motion Carried.

OLD BUSINESS
1.  Jim Straws, Building Commissioner, reported that the time frame for the Street Department Building construction design release has lapsed.  Commissioner Straws was informed the Board that the State allows one year for construction and the project had passed that mark.  However, he was able to secure an extension.  The permit for the extension is $50.  This saves the City time and money.  If the extension wasn’t granted, the City would have to resubmit the project at a cost to the City of $300-$400. Mayor Long made a motion to pay $50 to secure the extension.   Todd Titus 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.   
2. Women’s Club House.  Commissioner Straws informed the board that the Club House Construction Design Release has also lapsed and they will have to resubmit the project.  The previous architect had a stroke and was unable to complete the project.  A new architect has been hired and has to totally resubmit, therefore the project doesn’t qualify for an extension.  

NEW BUSINESS
1.  Building Commissioner Straws informed the Board that in December, 2018, the City insurance carrier recommended making the City Hall lobby more secure with the addition of walls in the lobby and new doors on the Clerk’s Office.  There is also concern about considerable air leaks around some of the windows.  Mike Paul gave the Building Commissioner a bid of $5,800 to do the work.  Because of the low bid, the Board decided it wasn’t necessary to advertise the job.  Todd Titus made a motion to approve the bid.  Mayor Long 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.  
2. The City insurance carrier also recommended that the City install fire protection equipment such as a sprinkler system and fire alarms in City Hall.  Korsen was the only bid that Building Commissioner Straws received.  The quote is for $28,000.  Because of the size of the job, the Board requested that Commissioner Straws get two more bids.  The decision has been tabled until the bids are received.  

OTHER BUSINESS

1.  Assistant Fire Chief, Carl Hall, submitted a letter of resignation from Probationary Fire Fighter/EMT Spencer Miller, effective March 4, 2019.   Todd Titus made a motion to Mayor Long 2nd the motion.  Motion carried.
